The Tutor programme that has been created is to support students academically as well as their mental health throughout what can be a stressful year.
Typically, the tutor programme will focus on extra Maths and English as well as how to revise up until Christmas and after Christmas students will focus on subject content revision. 
Students will continue to gain knowledge within the Careers sector throughout the year. 

It is really important to know that students will not have a set tutor throughout the year. This may change a couple of times to match the students needs to the academic support they might need. This will be based from their mock results as well as staff opinion. The first port of call should you have a concern about your child should still continue to be the tutor that your child is in at that time. 

A Maths and English focus on Monday and Tuesday followed by work linked to how to revise.
We also keep in the careers work on Fridays which is focussing this half term on CVs and interview techniques in preparation for the students’ mock interviews with local employers. 

This term we also have a company coming in to support students with study skills and a workshop for some students to participate in a workshop around coping with exam stress. 

After Christmas, Tuesdays will move to what we call super tutor sessions. This involves a rotation of 25 minute sessions on key topics in Maths, English, Science and History or Geography for all students. 

We have lots more planned throughout the year in tutor time and interventions outside of tutor time.
